Field trip project
· Review the two main topics as on the website
· Preparation classes will focus on the Hawaiian language and its revitalization, since Pidgin has been covered in LING2040
· Students enrolled in LING2009 are recommended to choose a project involving Hawaiian, such as its phonology/morphology/syntax, history, revival etc 

· Students who have taken LING2040 are recommended to choose a project involving Hawaiian Creole English (HCE: “Pidgin”)
· Those who have taken both can choose, or combine both topics (e.g. by studying the Hawaiian lexicon in HCE)
· Topics are not limited to the above suggestions, please negotiate with the instructor and tutors before submitting the proposal
· proposal (around 2-3 pages) due Wednesday 25 February
Collection of data
· Data can be in any forms: verbal, written, visual, etc. (e.g. interviews, questionnaires, photographs, newspaper & magazines, literature, music, etc.)
· Make sure that your recording devices and cameras work properly
· Prepare sufficient copies of questionnaires

· You never know when you will meet interesting people, so always bring a pen, notepad and/or recording device with you and jot down or record anything that would be usually for your projects.

Format of the project (specific requirements will be given later):

· individual or group project; in the case of group projects, two people would be optimal; each member should state clearly the parts they are responsible for.
· can take the form of a website (view projects from previous years: http://www.hku.hk/linguist/program/MauritiusFAQ.html) or a traditional term paper
· around 5000-6000 words (excluding the bibliography and data)

· project due Friday 15 May

Step 1: Pay the non-refundable application fee of HK$1040 (the equivalent of US$131) per application at Dah Sing Bank. The fee receipt is valid for one year from the date of issuance. Please check with your local Dah Sing Bank branch to ensure that it accepts payment of the application fee. 

Step 2: Complete the electronic visa application form for Nonimmigrant Visas (DS-156) - Visiting the United States for Business or Pleasure (B1/B2): https://evisaforms.state.gov/ds156.asp
For question 24, At What Address Will You Stay in The U.S.? 
Answer: Beachside Hostel, 2556 Lemon Road, Honolulu, Hawaii 96815
For question 25, Name and Telephone Numbers of Person in U.S. Who You Will Be Staying With or Visiting for Tourism or Business: Leave blank.

For question 27, What is The Purpose of Your Trip? 
Answer: Educational Field Trip.
For question 28, Who Will Pay For Your Trip? 
Answer: I will pay a fee to the University of Hong Kong which will cover the main expenses.

Male applicants should also fill out and submit the form DS-157 (Supplemental nonimmigrant visa application).

You have to print out the application form(s) and the appointment confirmation sheet.

Step 3: Attach a recent photo (taken within the past six months) to the application. Photo specifications are very exact; Click here for instructions.
Step 4: Gather the required documents: (1) the completed application form, (2) the application fee bank receipt, (3) a passport valid for at least six months beyond the intended stay in the United States, (4) all previous U.S. visas, even if expired, (5) your appointment confirmation sheet (see below,) and (6) suggested supporting documents. (You should bring a supporting letter from Dr Matthews.)
Step 5: Make an appointment by clicking here. (Please schedule only one appointment per person. If you schedule numerous appointments, they will not be accepted.) Alternatively, for information on how you can make an appointment through our Visa Information Call Center, click here.
Step 6: Go to the Consulate General at your specified appointment time.
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
